EPAC Co-Chair, Sylvia Stadmire, called the EPAC Business meeting to order. Committee members introduced themselves. 
1. Approval of Minutes from the October Meeting
The EPAC meeting minutes from October 3rd were approved without correction.

Patsy Emerson tallied up the scores and informed the Committee that Mussie had a score of 117 and Jaye had a score of 80.5. 
MOTION: Brian Winic moved that Mussie Gebre be appointed to the Deaf-Blind Community Representative Seat on the Committee. The motion carried. 
Patsy took EPAC’s appointment proposal for Mussie to the TADDAC Committee for its review which was meeting in the Large Conference Room of the DDTP Headquarters. 

3. Future Meetings and Agendas (Continued…)
The Committee agreed to keep their meeting dates on the first Thursday of every month for the 2014 calendar year. Patsy reminded the Committees that they may have an opportunity to have an offsite meeting in 2014 with the TADDAC Committee, and encouraged them to begin thinking of possible locations and topics to cover. Brian W. said he would do some research and find out if there are any possible conferences that the Committees may be able to join next year. 
Patsy informed the Committee that TADDAC approved their proposal to appoint Mussie and said that she will submit the proposal to the CPUC for final approval.
