Chair, Nancy Hammons called the meeting to order at 2:02 pm

Before the Committee began interviewing candidates, Colette Noble stressed the importance of knowing in advance whether or not the candidates would be able to commit to TADDAC’s designated meeting dates. Colette asked the Committee to think about ways in which they might be able to stress the issue with the interviewees. Nancy said that she and Patsy both discussed the matter previously and agreed that the Committee should clearly explain the responsibilities and requirements of the position to each candidate as part of the interview process. 
Nancy moved on to other business matters and asked Patsy Emerson about the possible meeting dates in November. Patsy said that the CPUC has suggested both November 5th and November 7th as the possible dates. The Committee decided they would hold off on discussing the November meeting dates until the October meeting.

Nancy informed the Committee that Deaf Nation will be held in Pleasanton this year in either September or October. She said she would email the Committee with the exact dates. Tommy informed the Committee that he is working on getting CTAP Outreach staff to attend the monthly retreats held by Sacramento Society for the Blind.  
With still some time before the first interviewee arrived, Nancy suggested that the Committee discuss their member goals. She mentioned that one of her goals was ensuring that the member orientation took place. She added that she was pleased to see that half of it would be completed today and half in November. Colette said that she has been involved with several different projects at the moment; one of them is working to make sure low cost hearing aids are available for low income individuals and the other is working with Three Stages to get open captioning.
